[] Tour in Cusco: We visited the Cathedral, Qoricancha and Sacsayhuaman. (From 1:00 p.m. to 6:00
p.m.).

On the way we will be able to see part of the sacred valley. of the
Incas, we will take advantage of making the respective stops to take some photos with the beautiful
landscape. After making our visit and learning a lot about the use of these platforms, we continue our
journey towards the traditional town and market of Pisaq, where we will have some free time. (Here you
can take advantage of taking some souvenirs, since we find all local crafts and textiles , as well as
silverware at a very good price.

Next we continue our trip to the Salineras de Maras; a characteristic place
for having artisanal salt mines since the Inca era and which are currently worked by the inhabitants of
Maras. We will learn about part of their cultural development and technology. which is still used to obtain
this salt.
